RE: Primary Numbers Show Davis Highly Competitive

Senate District 10 surpasses both Tarrant County and statewide turnout ratios

Last Tuesday, March 4th, the entire state of Texas saw an encouraging increase in voter participation with record high turnout in much of the state. The numbers lend a rare snapshot of the upcoming general election between Wendy Davis and incumbent Kim Brimer for Texas State Senate District 10. The following are the number of ballots cast for each party on Tuesday:

With Democrats turning out in historically large numbers, there is a bolstered optimism surrounding Davis’s chances to unseat the entrenched Brimer. Democrats in Senate District 10 turned out higher than Republicans at a ratio that surpassed both Tarrant County and Statewide levels.

Wendy Davis receives more votes than Brimer in primary

Though both Brimer and Davis were uncontested in the primary, they each appeared on the primary ballot. This is the first opportunity to get a glimpse at the two candidates side by side. Looking specifically at a comparison of the votes each received, it becomes obvious that Davis had the most support at the polls on Election Day.

These totals show that Wendy not only received nearly 30,000 more votes in the primary, but note that Wendy’s primary votes outnumbered the total votes cast in the entire Senate District 10 Republican primary. This unprecedented support for a Democrat in this district leaves little doubt that she is competitive in November’s general election. 

In conclusion, Davis received extraordinary primary returns in a race against an incumbent that was already widely seen as vulnerable. Taking into account the high Democratic turnout and Brimer’s past ethics issues, Davis is positioned for a victory in November in Senate District 10.
